1. 1 full sheet of Arches 140 lb. cold press watercolor paper ($10)
1. 1 size 8-ish round watercolor paint brush ($15)
1. 3 tubes of Daniel Smith watercolors, a blue, a red and a yellow; each are from $9 to $12. Instructor suggests:
0. Cobalt or Ultramarine Blue 
0. Carmine or Pyrrol Red
0. Azo Yellow or Hansa Yellow Medium 
1. A plastic palette with a few wells ($5) or some other pan for mixing paints
1. A medium-sized container for water and a roll of masking tape
